Car Parking and Arrival

Mrs Dowsons Farm has onsite parking, with
approximately 120 car parking spaces and disabled
parking space for 20, reserved for blue badge holders
only.

If you are getting dropped off at the park, there is a
convenient drop off access right outside the main
entrance to the park. The main entrance to the park is
through the Visitor Centre with a ramp and small step.

The Visitor Centre, the flooring is level and tiled
throughout.

Alternatively, you can access the park at the side of the
Visitor Centre, which is level and covered by loose stone
gravel.

Paths

The farm paths are hard standing loose stone throughourt,
some with shallow inclines.

All buildings are wheelchair accessible, where inclined
ramps are placed there are alternative paths if necessary.

The Visitor Centre is well lit with artificial light for the
winter months where sunlight is reduced and also for
dusk and night events.
